Sewer Commission Melcher stated that Pete Miller had passed the city’s
plumber’s exam. He recommended Pete Miller’s plumber’s license be approved.
Councilor Ramsour moved to approve the plumber’s license for Pete Miller.
Councilor Helzer seconded the motion. Voting Aye: Helzer, Shaneyfelt, Payne,
Ramsour and Anderson. Nay: None. Absent and not voting: Phillips. The motion
carried.
