Availability of the agenda of this 
meeting was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor 
and Council. All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened 
meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

The City wants to 
move forward and make the building safe and then City could recover the costs 
from the owner.

Article 4 Section 9-401 of the Municipal Code of the City of Aurora, Nebraska;

WHEREAS, it reasonably appears that there is immediate danger to the 
lives or safety of persons unless said building is immediately repaired, vacated, or 
demolished; 
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NOW T~REFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY 
COUNCIL that the Fidelity Building at 1235 M St., Aurora, Hamilton County, 
Nebraska, shall be immediately repaired, vacated, or demolished, and the costs of 
such emergency actions shall be assessed pursuant to law.
