Commissioner Rick Melcher and Clerk/Treasurer Barbra Mikkelsen.

RESOLUTION LEVYING SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS IN STREET
IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 172, ALLEY IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT
NOS. 2005-01, 2005-02, 2005-03, 2005-04, 2005-05 AND 2005-06 OF THE CITY OF
AURORA, NEBRASKA.

'WHEREAS, published notice of a hearing regarding the levy of special assessments has
been published as required by law and notice has been mailed to all owners of property within
Street Improvement District No. 172 and Alley Improvement District Nos. 2005-01, 2005-02,
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2005-03, 2005-04, 2005-05 and 2005-06 concerning the levy of special assessments in said

Districts by the City of Aurora, Nebraska; and

WHEREAS, a hearing has been conducted as provided by law relative to the levy
of special assessments in said Districts proposed to be levied against the lots and parcels
of ground on account of the construction of the improvements hereinbefore described; and

BE IT RESOLVED that the special assessments as shown on the attached Exhibit
