Notice of meeting was simultaneously given to the 
Mayor and all members of the Council and a copy of their acknowledgment of 
receipt of notice and the agenda is attached to these minutes. Availability of the 
agenda of this meeting was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice 
to the Mayor and Council. All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the 
convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

The motion 
carried. 

PETITIONS, COMPLAINTS, COMMUNICATIONS: 

REPORTS BY OFFICERS, BOARD, COMMITTEES: 

Tylor Bottorff of JEO Consulting reviewed Change Order No.1 for 
Midlands Contracting for the Sanitary CIPP Lining Improvements, an increase of

Councilor Shaneyfelt moved to accept the petitions for street, water, sewer 
and storm sewer improvements for Northridge Subdivision. Councilor Phillips 
seconded the motion. Voting Aye: Ramsour, Anderson, Helzer, Phillips, 
Shaneyfelt and Roblee. Nay: None. The motion carried.
