NOTE ISSUED TO EVIDENCE INDEBTEDNESS TO THE NEBRASKA 
DEP ARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY FOR THE PURPOSE OF 
MAINTAINING, EXTENDING, ENLARGING AND IMPROVING THE 
COMBINED WATER AND SEWER UTILITIES OWNED BY THE CITY; 
PRESCRIBING THE FORM OF SAID BONDS; PLEDGING AND 
HYPOTHECATING THE REVENUES AND EARNINGS OF THE COMBINED 
WATER AND SEWER UTILITIES OWNED BY THE CITY FOR THE 
PAYMENT OF SAID BOND; ENTERING INTO A CONTRACT ON BEHALF
