- Joint Aurora Central City Housing Rehabilitation Grant was awarded and the
budget is being revised to match the award.

-Informed that Council that city staff is working hard to create positive feedback
with the community. The city is continuing to support transparency in our City
Government.

-Informed the Council that Jerry Brown from the Airport Authority had brought in
a copy of their revised budget. No further action is needed on the City’s budget.
